Four years after Athens hosted
the Olympics, and as the Games
begin in Beijing, Athens Plus
looks at whether Greece has
benefited from organizing the
world’s biggest sporting event.

The indications are that
Athens has gained a lot from
the remaining infrastructure,
especially in terms of trans-
port, and that after spending
11.2 billion euros on the

Games, it has essentially bro-
ken even.

However, the lack of plan-
ning means that many of the
Olympic venues have been
woefully underused since 2004
and Greece has failed to capi-
talize on its improved image
in the wake of the Games. An
initial surge in tourism, for in-
stance, appears to be tailing
off.
