(Kompakt / Groovy Garden)
Supermayer, or Superpitcher and
Michael Mayer, two key producers in the
dance/electronica domain, join forces
for an uplifting project of their own.
Intelligent, frequently melodic and leg-
liberating, courtesy of a disco-sounding
undercurrent, “Save the World” also
gets down-tempo, even a touch punky. 
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Extra Madonna tickets 
A limited number of additional concert tickets for
pop icon Madonna’s September 27 sold-out show at
the Olympic Stadium in Athens went on sale earlier
this week, the production’s local promoter Didi Music
has announced. The extra tickets, branded “reduced
price – limited view,” went on sale August 5 at Ticket
House in Athens (42 Panepistimiou, within the
arcade, tel 210.360.8366). Additional seats were
made available after a close survey of the venue with
the production in mind, organizers said. The original
tickets for Madonna’s first-ever show in Greece sold
out within a few days.
